6th form dress code (years 12,13,14)
Students should look tidy and wear clothes that are appropriate for an office environment. The following points provide further guidance:

· Shorts, vests and sun tops are not acceptable

· Skirts and dresses should be of a reasonable length

· Ripped or damaged clothing (such as fashionable torn jeans) are not acceptable

· Excesses of fashion such as jewellery, makeup, clothing or hairstyle should be avoided

Students will continue to need coats and sports clothing when necessary.
When representing Fosse Way School or meeting school visitors students should dress appropriately. For example, young women should wear a dress, or a blouse or shirt and skirt or smart trousers. Young men should wear a shirt, a tie and smart long trousers.

The headteacher reserves the right to insist that all students be dressed appropriately for school.

Parents and carers are advised that health and safety issues make body piercing and some footwear (high heels, flip flops) unacceptable for a school environment.
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
