Fosse Way School

Policy for siblings or staff children being in school
Rationale

Requests from staff for their children to come into work with them are rare. Where they do occur there is a need to be both fair and open about why a request may be acceptable in one case and not in another. This also applies to parents who wish their siblings to attend on occasion.

Consideration will be given to each case individually and no generalisations can be drawn from the outcome of one request to another. Whilst the school wishes to be supportive of both staff and parents it has to be recognised that an extra child to supervise will mean that staff may have less time and energy to devote to their work.

Guidelines

1
Requests for children of staff or siblings of pupils

· Any request by staff for their children to come into Fosse Way School during working hours (eg due to school closure in their own school) must be referred to the Head or Deputy

· Any request by parents for a pupil’s siblings to spend the day in Fosse Way must be referred to the Head or Deputy

· Any request by staff for their children to accompany them on a visit out of school or residential must be referred to the Head or Deputy

2 Criteria for consideration will be

· Size, age and ability of the group or groups to be joined

· The level of supervision the child would need and the impact (health and safety/social cohesion)

· The reason a request for a sibling to attend

· Guidelines for staffing levels on Residential Visits (see Guidelines for visits out of school)
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
