Offsite Activities Procedures

As part of the 24 hour curriculum residential students are encouraged and supported to develop their independence, social and self help skills by participating in many off site activities. These are detailed in termly planning.  All staff must be familiar with County and school policy guidelines.

A Risk assessment of any proposed off-site activity must be completed prior to the trip and updated annually.  

Staff to take card detailing:-
Emergency information for students, 

Contact details for the Residential Education Manager, Head and Deputy Head. Necessary medication and Individual Medication Administration Form (copy to be left in file),  

Information cards for the general public should they witness an incident.

At least one member of staff in each group will take a mobile phone.

All students to wear wrist bands with contact phone number printed on.

Activities are arranged so that there are at least 2 groups. 

Staff are allocated to the groups depending on the needs of the students. 

Groups and staffing are flexible.  If a student is having particular difficulties with other students in their specified group, or, if a student needs extra support, changes will be made to minimise any foreseeable problems for the students.

Despite the high level of experienced staff, due to the very nature of the needs of the students in the residential provision there are occasions where students can behave in a disruptive manner.  If this occurs staff will deal with the situation as specified in students Individual Behaviour plan. If the behaviour is previously unknown to the student staff will use their knowledge of the individual, and their skills in working with young people with ASD to minimise distress of all students.  The safety of the students in our care is always of paramount importance.

If staff need further support they can contact the Residential Education Manager, the Head or Deputy Head 

If criminal damage is being caused staff may feel it necessary to call the police.

During serious incidents it may be necessary to contact students parent’s or main carers to enable staff to ensure that the rest of the group are safe. 

The Residential Manager, Head and Deputy Head must be informed if it is deemed necessary to contact the police or students family.
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
