MFL (French) Policy

Rationale

Through the learning of Modern Foreign Languages students are able to develop an understanding of different countries. They are given an insight into different cultures and traditions. This increases their awareness of the world beyond the United Kingdom. Through MFL students will learn about the conventions of another language, their listening, reading and memory skills are developed and their reading and writing becomes more accurate.

MFL helps to prepare students for a modern life where they are citizens of the world.

Aims and purposes.

· For students to be intellectually stimulated through developing their knowledge, skills and understanding as specified in the MFL National Curriculum including P levels.

· For students to enjoy increasing their knowledge and experiences in this subject.

· To develop the ability to understand and use the target language effectively by developing students’ ability to understand the spoken word and written word in the target language; and to develop students’ ability to read, write and speak in the target language. 
· To ensure within each individuals’ capability that pupils leaving school have a raised awareness of the language, cultures and traditions of another country.

· To encourage positive attitudes to foreign language learning and a positive approach to other cultures.

· To help students to develop an understanding of themselves and their culture and traditions of another country with that of England.

Guidelines

MFL is not specifically taught at KS1/2 within the school, although it is recognised that aspects of the subject may be covered through cross curricular links with other subjects.

KS3 – more able students – 2 Year general scheme of work in place which lays the foundation for more focussed teaching and learning in KS4.
KS3 – Less able students – a 1 year scheme of work is in place consisting of 6 termly half days developed with a multi sensory approach and designed to enable students to access them at their level.

KS4 – more able students – the students follow a 2 year AQA Entry level Certificate course which narrows and intensifies the students learning to 6 key areas

Continuity and Progression

For less able students the annual cycle of 6 termly half days will be repeated each year in order to reinforce learning.

For more able students higher and more details skills will be required as pupils move through the school. These are directly linked to NC levels culminating in AQA entry Level Certificate.

Equal Opportunities

Where particular pupils have needs which must be addressed in order to overcome barriers to learning e.g as a result of disability, medical needs, visual or multi-sensory impairment or mobility difficulties teachers will take account of these requirements by making provision where necessary to support individuals or groups of pupils to enable them to participate effectively in the curriculum.
Cross Curricular

Where possible MFL links will be made with other curricular areas and links in other curricular areas and links in other curricular areas will be made in the teaching of MFL.

ICT

MFL is a subject that provides opportunities to develop a range of ICT skills and wherever possible ICT will be used to enhance and support the MFL curriculum.

Assessment

Assessment of more able students will be both formative and diagnostic. The assessment will be made both formally and informally. Assessment will be made through classroom observations, in discussions with students, by marking students work, internally set tests, Entry level Certificate exams, work samples and annual reports to parents. A NC level of attainment will be recorded at the end of each year along with an informed prediction of students’ anticipated attainment the following year.
Assessment of less able students will be made informally through classroom observations and through discussions between students and teachers. Student’s progress will be reported annually to parents. A NC level attainment will be recorded at the end of each year along with an informed prediction of students’ anticipated attainment the following year.
The Role of the MFL Coordinator.

To keep up to date with changes in statutory requirements

To keep up to date in government initiatives in MFL

To produce an annual development plan for MFL

To meet with and liaise with all teachers and TA’s delivering MFL

To provide guidance and support in implementing the National Curriculum and schemes of work.

To audit resources and to prioritise areas that need extending.

To purchase, organise, and maintain teaching resources.

To monitor and evaluate the delivery of MFL

To ensure that there is a system in place to record assessments and monitor individual pupil’s progress.
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
